Any relevant background information should be included although it should be kept brief and references noted in superscript, thus1. (font style “normal”)

Tables and graphics can be included in journal articles, and should be integrated into the text as much as possible, i.e. they should be referred to in the text and follow immediately after the paragraph referring to them.

Tables should be formatted as per the example in table 1.
